A term referring to the optical techniques (using refraction, absorption or emission of
anisotropic radiation) for investigating chiral substances [e.g. measurements of optical
rotation at a fixed wavelength, optical rotatory dispersion (ORD), circular dichroism
(CD), and circular polarization of luminescence (CPL)].
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
