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Gibbs surface

Synonym: Gibbs dividing surface

A geometrical surface chosen parallel to the interface and used to define the volumes
of the bulk phases in the calculation of the extent of adsorption, and of other surface
excess properties. Also referred to as Gibbs dividing surface.
