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substoichiometric isotope dilution analysis
A kind of isotope dilution analysis in which the final isotopic abundance is estimated
from the amount of the nuclide present in a known quantity of the relevant element
separated from the test portion, where this quantity is smaller than the total amount of
that element present in the test portion.
